FAFSA CONTINUED

 Student Loan- Money to help pay for your college education that you will eventually repay.

» Grants- Money to help you pay for your college education that you are not expected to repay
In Most cases.

« FAFSA is a part of the college preparation process. The expectation is that you will complete
the FAFSA even if you don't qualify for grants.

« Why complete it? FAFSA generates a SAR document (student aid report). You won't have
access to it without a completed FAFSA application. Some scholarships require the SAR as part
of their application.

* Remember- just because you are offered a loan, doesn’t mean you have to accept it.
